-  provide contact numbers for teachers and local response services in case emergency

	Mitigation3: -  review urban expectations for behavior and etiquette
-  cross only at crosswalks, no J-walking
-  students must always remain with a buddy

	Consequence4: 
	Mitigation4: - Head count before lights out.
- No horseplay.
- Everyone has their own sleeping bag.
- If on an upper bunk, use ladder to climb up and get down.
- Check for any damage the rooms upon entering for the first time.

	Mitigation5: - Check where the washing facilities with a buddy so as not to get lost.

	Hazard8: negative verbal or physical interaction

	Consequence8: 2
	Mitigation8: -  use of buddy systems (pairs/groups)
-  cautioned against approaching any strangers
-  instructed to report any contact made with strangers to teachers
