For every hazard identified use the table below to assess the 
Likelihood/Consequence (L/C)* of that hazard occurring and the mitigation strategies you plan to use. A score of 1 is 
low, 4 is high.

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	Activity: camping/on shore
	Hazard: missing person
	Likelihood: 1
	Consequence: 4
	Mitigation: • Set up a buddy system
• Do body count.
• Set a perimeter for the students to stay in.
• Maintain visual supervision or use walkie-talkies if leaders are out-of –sight.
• Ensure adequate student to teacher ratios
	Activity1: cutting
	Hazard1: Cut while using axe, knifes
	Likelihood1: 2
	Consequence1: 3
	Mitigation1: - direction on proper knife use
-knife is used only for a job, not to be played with or used for carving
• ONLY leaders split wood. 
• Fire wood prepared in day light ahead of time.
• Have kindling ready for the next morning.
	Activity2: canoeing/in camp
	Hazard2: Hypothermia
	Likelihood2: 2
	Consequence2: 4
	Mitigation2: -Students carry, extra clothes, a thermos, rain gear, lots of clothes 
-Adults carry extra clothes, tarps, and fire lighting material
-Students monitored for temperature conditions
-Cover hypothermia in class
-Adults trained in first aid 
	Activity3: canoeing/at camp
	Hazard3: sun burn/heat related illness
	Likelihood3: 2
	Consequence3: 4
	Mitigation3: -Cover sun burn/heat related illness in school
- Wear sunglasses, hat, long loose fitting clothes in hot/sunny weather
-Drink lots of fluids
- Apply sunscreen
- Monitor group for general health
	Activity4: Water consumption
	Hazard4: Giardia 
	Likelihood4: 2
	Consequence4: 3
	Mitigation4: -Students cover water bourn illness and mitigation strategies
-Two 10 L blue jugs are brought on trip, students are to maintain the water level using treated water.   
-A large water filter is available as well as smaller ceramic filters and chemical treatment options.  
-If the above options are unavailable water must come to a full boil before it can be used.
-No water is to be consumed unless it comes from a reliable tap or it is treated properly
	Activity5: canoe trip
	Hazard5: Medical emergencies
	Likelihood5: 1
	Consequence5: 4
	Mitigation5: -Adults trained in first aid, contingency plan established, comms. and emergency devices checked for working order 
-Be aware of everybody’s health situation
-Bring a copy of all students medical forms
-Evacuations options are established and contacted pre-trip

	Activity6: Canoe Trip
	Hazard6: Constipation
	Likelihood6: 1
	Consequence6: 4
	Mitigation6: -Discuss importance of regular bowel movements
-Have a biffy station that is private and safe
-Use cat holes when not in camp
-Have a high fiber diet

	Activity7: Canoe Trip
	Hazard7: Sprained ankle
	Likelihood7: 2
	Consequence7: 2
	Mitigation7: -Wear appropriate footwear.
-Students encouraged not to run on land
-Related first aid supplies and training available

	Activity8: Canoe Trip
	Hazard8: Trench foot
	Likelihood8: 3
	Consequence8: 3
	Mitigation8: - Wear appropriate footwear
- Change footwear after each day on the water
- Change socks
- Dry boots and/or felts in the evening.
-Foot fungus cream and powder available
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
